The career of pop singer Sliimy started in 2005 when he won a 
singing contest performing Otis Redding's "Sittin' On” and 
began to collaborate with the producer Feed. They began 
posting tracks on Sliimy's MySpace page in 2007 which 
included a radically reworked cover of Britney Spears' 
"Womanizer” that went on to become an Internet hit.   Blogger 
Perez Hilton distinguished Slimy as the first artist to sign with 
his label, Perezicious Music.  Sliimy's debut album, Paint Your 
Face was released in the fall of 2009.

Wednesday, March 17 @ Copa 
The trio consists of Morpheus, iconic singer of Minimal 
Compact, Axel Basquiat, and Vincent Tremel.  Priceless 
Echoes is the latest release of The Penelopes; it is a singular 
album, a slow harmonic ingestion, sensual and modern rock 
with a powerful foundation. Epic pop, punk-funk and vengeful 
rhythms cloak each song from the hypnotic encephalogram of 
“The Heat Goes On” through the psychedelic “Long Black Fly” 
and the infamous cover of the Beastie Boys classic

Former member of alternative rock band The Servants, Dan 
Black is now a British electronic solo artist currently signed to 
Polydor Records, who released his first two singles; “Alone” 
and “Yours” in 2008.

"Umbrella" and gained further popularity in 2009 when album 
track “U + Me=” was chosen as the U.K. iTunes Store’s Free

Formed in 2004, Electric Electric is a hyper-energetic three-
piece band who lures us into a spastic frenzy with their entirely 
new strain of instrumental music, based on a minimalistic, 
mechanical and apocalyptic rock.  Heavily influenced by the 
sounds of the Skingraft label and bands that combine noise-
rock and explosive performances on stage, Electric Electric 
has refined an aesthetic sense of repetition, minimalism, and 
most of all dance music.  Some would say their music fits right 
between Donna Summer and Sunn-O.

French trio SHINE formed in 2003 when songwriter Guillaume 
Simon, rock and jazz instrumentalist Laurent Houdard and 
guitarist/sound engineer Antoine Delecroix brought together 
their different styles of music including electronic, rock, jazz 
and pop. After their first album One Day received airplay in 
both the U.S. and Europe, their second album The Common 
Station resonated with audiences and critics worldwide. 
SHINE’s commanding live presence is undeniable. Recently, 
the band has toured with Morcheeba in France and Italy. 
Members from the live configuration, Julie Gomel (vocals) and 
Bendja (drums), are working together on the new album due in

THE TOXIC AVENGER (IHEARTCOMIX) 
Thursday, March 18 @ Beauty Bar, 12:15 am 
Defining his style as ”Emotronic/Christian Rap/Thrash,” Simon 
DeLacroix, the mastermind behind The Toxic Avenger, 
developed a noisy, scratchy and heavily saturated sound, but 
keeping a melodic line that sometimes recalls Ed Banger and 
other French house groups.  The Toxic Avenger gained 
popularity thanks to the two dancefloor killers “Saloperie De 
Minimale” and “Superheroes.” His debut EP was released in 
September 2007 on the Iheartcomix label. The Toxic Avenger 
has also made his mark throughout numerous remixes notably 
for The Secret Handshake and Dragonette.

Stereoheroes is an electronic music duo formed in early 2008 
with Fabrice Delcambre and Sebastien Plé. Stereoheroes can 
fly from an ultra-underground style to classic techno, hip-hop, 
house or even drum’n’bass, creating a non-linear type of music 
that always pumps up the dancefloor.  They have already 
played in front of crowds of more than 50,000 at festivals like 
etd.pop in San Francisco and We Love Sounds in Sydney. In

As a juke box, possessed by the soul of rock’n'roll, l’Orchidée 
d’Hawaï makes you live a crazy road trip at the corners of the 
world.   A furious sound wave whips the coasts of Mexico, 
Japan,  Italy and Greece through clouds of reverb and 
smashes of vibrato. L’Orchidée d’Hawaï sings in Polish, 
Spanish, English and Italian.
